As can be seen from the above figures the parish precept is a very small part of the council
tax. Comparison with other parishes with reference to the parish precept is not compatible in
that this parish council pays to keep the playing field and village hall grounds maintained
with Norfolk County Services (NCC). Also some parishes have land which they receive rent
from offseting their parish precept. We have occurred as can be seen on page three
vandalism costs these last two years which the parish council have agreed to pay from the
parish precept indefinitely. The parish council does not do this lightly but petty vandilism
costs cannot be claimed constantly with insurance claims, hence the money has to come
from the parish, unless we want to leave everything wrecked by some mindless individuals.
