The work on the pavilion has been undertaken with voluntary
help. Thanks go to Trevor Mayes, Ben Underdown and Graham Mills for their work
on this. Comments so far have been very favourable. It is hoped that other stand-
alone grants may help to purchase further equipment. The part grant from Awards
for All and a £500 donation from Hastoe Housing Association has also enabled this
work to be carried out and the roundabout and play tower equipment was pur-
chased through the Local Network Fund (via village hall charity status).

These were
taken away a few years ago because of youths taking away weights and ground
pegs. Lets hope these do not have to be taken off the field again, because they can
be used by everyone for football enjoyment.
