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Tivetshall Action Group: Wind Turbines

An action group has been established to co-ordinate objections to proposals that could lead
to the development by Enertrag (UK) Ltd. of a wind farm on land west of New Road and
straddling Patten Lane, Tivetshall St. Mary, comprising six 125m (412 ft) high turbines.
Initially an Environmental Impact scoping opinion had been requested which SNDC have to
respond to. This has been followed by a planning application for a 60m mast with which
to establish wind speeds in the proposed area. The majority of local residents of Tivetshall
and surrounding villages are against this development on land owned by the Huntmgdon
Freemen’s Charity of Cambridgeshire.
